UKCIP definition:

“planned responses aimed at minimising the threats and
maximising the opportunities of a changing climate.

Adaptation can also be thought of as the ongoing
process of managing changing climate risks.”

e Scenario B1 - LOW

— Best estimate temperature rise of 1.8 C with a likely range of 1.1 to
2.9 C Sea levelrise likely range 18 to 38 cm (7 to 15 inches)
e Scenario A1B

— Best estimate temperature rise of 2.8 C with a likely range of 1.7 to
4.4 C

— Sea level rise likely range 21 to 48 cm (8 to 19 inches)
e Scenario A1FI - HIGH

— Best estimate temperature rise of 4.0 C with a likely range of 2.4 to
6.4 C

— Sea level rise likely range 26 to 59 cm (10 to 23 inches)

« Water shortages (drought)
o Sea level rise (flooding)
e Agricultural upset

* Increase in frequency and severity of extreme
weather events

* Global disease pattern changes

Potential impacts on supply chains and global markets
from the above
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UK and London Predictions

e Central UKCPO0O9 (UK Climate projections) for 2050:
— Average rainfall about the same, BUT...

— Average UK winter rainfall to increase from 157mm to
180mm (unlikely to be above 207mm)

— Average UK annual temperatures set to rise from 11°C to
13°C (range 12 to 14)

— Average warmest summer day temperature to rise from
31°C to 33°C but the range on estimates is up to 38°C for
the average.



London Predictions



London Predictions

Locally, Camden and its residents are likely to
experience:

e Hotter, drier summers leading to drought and...
 More frequent heatwaves

 Warmer, wetter winters

e Less cloud cover in the summer

e |ncreased flood risk as rainfall when it comes will be
heavier and more intense













Liabilities

Examples:

Transport systems and infrastructure

Buildings and the built environment, premises, flood risks and
heat

Employees: iliness and finances, fuel poverty, fuel costs
Water costs
Insurance

Many UK-based companies rely on manufacturing operations in
East and South East Asia, where impacts such as an increase
in the frequency of tropical storms and water scarcity are
expected

Existing & New Reporting
Requirements:

Companies Act 1985 & Companies
Act 2006

All British companies (except those defined as small) must produce a
‘Business Review'. All privately owned large companies must report on

environmental matters, where appropriate.

UK quoted companies must include information about environmental
matters in the ‘Business Review’ section of their annual report and
accounts (including the impact of the company’s business on the

environment).

Directors have a duty to have regard to the impact of the company’s

operations on the community and the environment.



Mandatory GHG Reporting 2012?

New GHG Reporting Guidance available on Defra’s
website



Carbon Reduction Commitment

New mandatory emissions trading scheme for large non-energy

iIntensive business and public sector organisations.

Affects organsations with an annual electricity bill of over
£500,000

Starts 1st April 2010

Cap and trade scheme



Voluntary reporting

* Investors asking for data - Carbon Disclosure
Scheme

» Clients using management of environmental impacts
as a selection criteria for suppliers

» Clients asking for data to assess their own indirect
Impacts up and downstream.

 Reporting as a way to differentiate the company



Boundary Issues
Direct vs. Indirect responsibility

« Polluter Pays principle: assigns responsibility to those parties
that directly cause the pollution or use a natural resource...

...but indirect impacts may be more significant than direct
« Examples of direct:
— Car fleet, heating boilers (GHG emissions)

 Examples of indirect:

— Upstream / supply chain: Electricity (GHG emissions), water
supply, outsourced logistics etc.

— Downstream: product in use

Reporting
Ownership and commitment to adaptation

Gather evidence of the impacts on your business from
recent (historic) weather-related events

ldentify points in time that represent an opportunity to adapt
your business

Undertake an initial climate impacts assessment through an
In-house workshop event - Use the Business Areas Climate
Impacts Assessment Tool (BACLIAT) and involve senior
staff from all parts of the business.

Build capacity to adapt with climate change — supply chain
relationships
